Contained in Petitioner's Second Amended Petition for Writ of Habeas Corpus Complaint for

Injunctive, Declaratory, and Other Relief at 8, 42.  Respondents have recently learned that pre-

commission detainees, including David M. Hicks, have been transferred from Camp Echo to a cell

block reserved for military commission detainees within Camp Delta at Guantanamo Bay.  Pre-

commission detainees will be transferred back to Camp Echo when visiting with their counsel,

however.
